Session 1, Pirate Adventures July 9 - 11 ($120 members/$130 nonmembers)
Who doesn’t love a good pirate adventure! Come learn about the lives of pirates and venture on pirate
outings around the museum.

Session 2, Art Week, July 16 - 18 (5120 members/$130 nonmembers)
Discover the fun of maritime art projects! We will explore and foster creativity and talent each day
through a variety of media, from watercolors and sidewalk chalk, to sand art and collage.
